They are only eassified as voluntary parttime workers f they tll e survey taker they.
hose to work les than 35 hours a week.

The issue of voluntary parttime rlates 1o Obamacare becanse one of the main
purposes was 1 allow piopls o gatnsurance outside of employment.For many people,
espiscaly hoso Wi serous healt ciidiions or famly members with serous health
‘condilons, before Obaifacare the only way to getinsurance was through a job that
provided health insurance.

However, Obamacare has allowed more than 12 millon peapl to ither get
Insurance trough Medicaid or the exchanges. These are poople who may previously
have ol the need 1 go a fllime job that provided insurance inoxdor 1 Gover’
themsolves and thel familes. With Obamacare there is no onger ik batwodr
employment and insurance.
